
“Trilogy for Oboe, Bassoon and Piano” was written in 1998-99. The piece reflects my equal love of 20th century concert music and jazz. Jazz clearly is responsible for the rhythmic element, whereas the influences of concert music are present in the developmental and formal aspects of the composition. Harmonically I draw from both of these musical worlds.

The first part of “Trilogy” is named “Go Get It”. It is an up-tempo movement which at times features all three instrumentalists trading musical “statements”. Following an intense beginning, thne energy level gradually decreases, and the piece segues into a quiet piano solo section. Subsequentially the pace picks up again with the reintroduction of the main theme of the movement - this time varied and reorchestrated.
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
